This document describes the code and associated data used in the paper "Are Medical Care Prices Still Declining?  A Re-examination Based on Cost-effectiveness Studies" by Abe Dunn, Anne Hall and Seidu Dauda.  The contents include:

1. “CEAR_data_build_analysisFINAL.do”  ---  The main stata .do file that builds the main data set and runs the analysis used to produce all the tables and figures in the paper.  The code was run on Stata Version 15.  The .do file contains detailed documentation explaining each step of the code along with comments noting where estimates from each table and figure are produced.  The file location of the package needs to be set within the code by setting the variable “userpath” to the location of the package at the beginning of the .do file.

2. Private_CEAR_Data -- The Tufts Cost-Effectiveness Analysis Registry (CEAR) database cannot be shared, as the data is proprietary, so this file is empty.  This folder is where CEAR data should be placed when purchased.  The information to obtain the data is available here:   https://cevr.tuftsmedicalcenter.org/databases/cea-registry 

3. ExternalData --- This folder contains data files that are publicly available and are used in the programs and estimates.


Folder Contents

Private_CEAR_Data – This is an empty folder where Tufts CEAR data should be placed when it is purchased.  The version of the data that was used was downloaded 5/14/2020.  There are two proprietary files:
